Year 11 Mock Examinations 

 
As you are aware, the Year 11 Mock Examinations will begin on Thursday 6th November and study leave will 
commence from this day until Wednesday 19th November. Your daughter will only need to attend school for her 
exams.  
 
I have attached a further document regarding the rules and regulations during the examination period which 
it may be useful for you and your daughter to familiarise yourselves with before the examinations. 
 
On Thursday 20th and Friday 21st November, Art GCSE students will be taking their Component 1 assessment. 
Lessons will resume for all students not taking Art GCSE on these two days. 
 
If your daughter would prefer to attend school to revise during these mock examinations, she will be able to use 
the Library QSA. Students are permitted to bring in a personal laptop/tablet to aid their revision in school, 
however, they will not be insured by the school and therefore students must take full responsibility for these. Any 
student who is working in school during the mock examination period, will be required to sign in and out in the 
Library.   
 
We advise all Year 11s to take these mock examinations seriously in order to best prepare themselves for the 
summer examinations.
